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Deuteronomy chapter 6 verses 1 thru 9 I believe based on the Word of God that we have lost our way over the years and have forgot about God’s commandments to ensure that every generation knows God and what He expects from His people. We have redefined what we believe is a successful life and have programed out God. As a result, we have raised a generation that for the most part does not know God, nor do they honor His commandments, we have created a generation that does whatever they feel is right in their own mind. In this scripture, God tells us how He wants us to raise up our children, and how they should raise their children and so on. That’s why it has become so easy for this present generation to turn their backs on God, because they don’t know Him.

[bookmark: _GoBack]2 Timothy chapter 2 verses 1 thru 3 In these verses, the Apostle Paul is instructing his spiritual son “Timothy” in his obligation to pass on to others the commandments and Word of God. This epistle or letter is considered Paul’s last will and testament.  Paul tells young Timothy to stay strong because there are difficulties in the ministry and to depend on the grace (unmerited favor) he is receiving from God. And to remember the things that he has heard from the Apostle Paul before many witnesses and that Timothy should pass these same words of God onto faithful men, who should also teach others as well. Paul tells young Timothy that he must be prepared to withstand hard times as if he were a good soldier in the army, that he might fulfill his duty and please God who has chosen him to be a soldier.

Romans chapter 1 verses 18 thru 26 In these verses the Apostle Paul reveals through the Holy Spirit the condition of this generation, that we have turned the truths of God into a lie, and have served the creature rather than the creator. For this reason, God removed His hedge of protection from man as a result of man’s unrighteous living, in other words living outside the will of God. God reveals through the Apostle the condition of man as a result of God removing the hedge of protection.

Acts chapter 3 verse 19 Luke captures the Apostle Peter’s second sermon which focuses on the person of Jesus Christ, that He is the healer of man and the Messiah. Peter literally commands in verse 19 that we should “repent” so that the time of refreshing may come from the presence of the Lord.  Also read Acts chapter 2 verse 38, Peter’s message on the day of Pentecost, when he told those who heard the Word and wanted to know what to do now…Peter through the Holy Spirit told them, “to repent and to be baptized for the remission of their sins that they may receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.”
